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Our Refuges 

Brazoria NWR 
The Brazoria National Wildlife Refuge, 
located on 43,388 acres of the upper Texas 
Gulf Coast in Brazoria County, protects a 
fragile environment containing a diversity 
of wildlife.  Established in 1966, the ref-
uge provides habitat for wintering migra-
tory waterfowl and other bird-life. 

San Bernard NWR 

Gaze across the 27,000 acres of rip-
pling marshes and ponds at San Ber-
nard National Wildlife Refuge and it’s 
easy to imagine Texas as it was before 
settlement.  Clouds of snow geese in 
winter or a warbler “fallout” in spring 
further convince any visitor that they 
have stepped back into earliest Texas. 

Big Boggy NWR 
The 5,000 acres Big Boggy National Wild-
life Refuge is for the birds.  Only open to 
the public for waterfowl hunting season 
and for special tours, the refuge serves as a 
salt marsh sanctuary.  Like Brazoria and 
San Bernard NWRs, this refuge conserves 
key coastal wetlands for migratory birds.
